The steep cliffs of the approximately 352 metre-high Skarvefjellet
mountain run down to the sea, at the outermost end of Eidvagen har-
bour. It is here that the kittiwakes make their nests, even though it is
far from the open sea. The kittiwake colony in Eidvagen nature reserve
is best experienced by boat, from a distance.

The area is protected in order to preserve an important bird mountain
along with plant communities, birdlife and other animal life that is
native to the area.

All forms of use are prohibited, including technical interventions to
the natural environment. The vegetation is protected against all types
of damage and destruction. All wildlife (including marine mammals)
and their burrows, nests and eggs are protected from all types of harm.
